Brierley Forest Park was originally a former colliery site, and now it has been
transformed into a wildlife haven for plants and bird life, with nature walks covering over 2
miles with routes for the disabled and cyclists. It also has a purpose built Visitors Centre.

The sculpture in the park is by artist Andrew McKeown, and was created to celebrate
the transformation of the former colliery site into an area with woodland and wildflower
meadows. The stone and iron sculpture depicts a giant seed emerging from an old and
broken industrial mould, depicting rebirth.
