The park is very scenic and the facilities provide opportunities for walking, cycling,
horse riding, angling, exercising, jogging, dog walking, Also Health Walking,
Wayfaring, kite-flying, picnicking, photography, bird watching, exploring the park and much
more!

® Facilities — The Visitors Centre has a well stocked gift shop, exhibition & display area
and ffrst aid room - Rooms are available for hire - Wildlife Garden - Toddlers play area -
Adventure Play Area - Horse Corral (Horse Riding) - Events Field — Derby Lodge - Cricket
Pitch.

There are two main pay and display car parks available at Shipley Country Park, next
to the Visitor Centre and at Mapperley Reservoir Car Park (access via Mapperley Village
only) Both have ample parking with spaces for blue badge holders.

There is another car park for blue badge holders only on Shipley Hill hall site. (Open
9.30am to 4.30pm in the summer and 9.30am to 3.45pm in the winter). Access is from
Marlpool, Heanor only.

e Café — The privately run Ramblers Coffee Shop at the Visitor Centre provides a range
of hot and cold snacks, lunches and afternoon teas. they are able to cater for groups hiring
the green room and for children's birthday parties if booked in advance.

The Derby Lodge Tea Room offers a wider range of refreshments.

On the park map is shown the different trails and bridleways.
