       The surrounding park is also used for events and concerts and visitors are welcome to 
visit the Hall and park. 
      The immaculately kept formal gardens provide the perfect spot to sit and relax. Here 
you can also visit The Camellia House, the oldest cast iron glasshouse in Europe.

   Path - The paths around the park are of a good surface for wheelchairs and made up 
of fine rolled-in crushed stone, there are some sloping area’s which will need assessing by 
manual wheelchairs / pushchairs users and there pushers,
